Klavirista Matyas Novak patfi diky mimorfadnému harmonickému citéni, Sirokému repertoaru
a vynikajici Uhozové technice k nejperspektivnéjS$im pianistim své generace. O jeho
mimoradném hudebnim talentu svédci krom vyznamnych soutéZnich Uspéchl nejen jeho
vlastni fantazie a transkripce inspirované dily velkych skladatell ¢i lidovou hudbou, ale i fakt,
Ze ve svém mladém véku ma v repertodru Ctyri desitky koncertll s orchestrem a stovky
skladeb pro sélovy klavir.

Matya$ Novak je absolventem véhlasné klavirni akademie Incontri col Maestro v italské
Imole ve tfidé prof. Borise PetruSanského a Hudebni akademie muzickych uméni v Praze ve
tridé prof. lvana Klanského, kde nyni pokracuje v doktorském studiu.

Matyas je vitézem mnoha narodnich a mezinarodnich soutézi. Mj. je absolutnim vitézem
Mezinarodni soutéze mladych hudebnik( Concertino Praga (2015) v kategorii duo, drzitelem
Grand Prix na soutézi Evangelia Tjiarri v kyperské Larnace (2015), absolutnim vitézem
Soutézni prehlidky konzervatofi a hudebnich gymnazii (2016), vitézem Jend Takacs
Klavierwettbewerb (2016), vitézem Bradshaw & Buono International Piano Competition
(2017). V roce 2018 ziskal 2. cenu a Steinway Prize na Mezinarodni soutézi Edvarda Griega v
norském Bergenu. V roce 2022 se stal jednim z deseti semifinalistd Mezindrodni soutéze
Franze Liszta v Utrechtu, zaroveri obdrzel diplom finalisty na soutéZzi Paloma O’Shea
Santander International Piano Competition ve Spanélském Santanderu.

Matyas pravidelné koncertuje doma i v zahranici a za svou kariéru se predstavil v mnoha
vyznamnych svétovych koncertnich sinich (Carnegie Hall v New Yorku, Grieghallen v
Bergenu, National Gallery of Art ve Washingtonu, TivoliVredenburg v Utrechtu, Cinska
narodni knihovna v Pekingu, Rudolfinum v Praze, Palacio de Festivales de Cantabria v
Santanderu, The Finnish House of Nobility v Helsinkach a dalsi).

V letech 2015 a 2016 absolvoval dvé Uspésna koncertni turné po Ciné. V roce 2017 vydal
debutové CD s cyklem F. Liszta: Léta putovani: Rok prvni: Svycarsko a se stal jednim ze tfi
hudebnikd, ktefi obdrzeli CME International Performing Arts Grant, ocenéni, které udéluje
Center for Musical Excellence v New Jersey. V roce 2021 vyslo ve spolupraci s Wihanovym
kvartetem pod hlavickou Nimbus Alliance jeho CD s koncerty W. A. Mozarta, ke kterym
slozil vlastni kadence. V roce 2023 natocil pisfiovy cyklus Labuti zpév Franze Schuberta v
mimofadné naro¢né klavirni transkripci Franze Liszta. Ve stejném roce obdrzel
prestizni cenu Josefa Hlavky pro talentované studenty.

Jako solista vystoupil m. j. s Filharmonii Brno, Jana¢kovou filharmonii Ostrava, Prazskym
komornim orchestrem, Komorni filharmonii Pardubice, komornim orchestrem Quattro,
Orchestra da Camera di Imola, s Filharmonii Hradec Kralové, se Symfonickym orchestrem
Ceského rozhlasu, Severoceskou filharmonii, Jihoceskou filharmonii, Filharmonii Bohuslava
MartinG Zlin, s orchestrem PKF - Prague Philharmonia, Bergenskou filharmonii a Orchestrem
Spanélského rozhlasu a televize RTVE. Matyas$ téz spolupracuje s vyznamnymi dirigenty
(Tomas Brauner, Edward Gardner, Pablo Gonzélez, Jifi Rozen, Kaspar Zehnder a dalsi).

Pravidelné se Ucastni mistrovskych kurz( (V. Askhenazy, D. Bashkirov, A. Bonatta, J.
Dvarionas, L. Howard, G. Gruzman, D. Kuyken, A. Kouyoumdjian, A. Lonquich, L. Margarius,
A. Siirala) a je zvan na domaci a zahrani¢ni hudebni festivaly (Prazské jaro, Smetanova
Litomysl, Vinterfestspill i Bergstaden (Norsko), Bratislavské hudebni slavnosti (Slovensko),
Bangkok International Piano Festival (Thajsko)...). Matyas je vyhledavanym komornim
hracem, ¢lenem PETROF Art Family, velkym znalcem a milovnikem Zelezni¢ni dopravy.



Matyas Novak (*1998) has established himself as one of the most promising pianists of his
generation, renowned for his extraordinary harmonic expression, vast repertoire, and unique
touch at the keyboard. His remarkable musical talent is evident not only in his significant
competition achievements, but also in his original fantasies and transcriptions inspired by
the works of great composers and folk music. Despite his young age, his repertoire includes
forty concertos with orchestra and hundreds of solo piano compositions.

Matyas Novak is a graduate of the renowned Incontri col Maestro piano academy in Imola,
Italy, where he studied under Prof. Boris Petrushansky, and the Academy of Music and
Performing Arts in Prague, where he studied with Prof. lvan Klansky and is currently
pursuing his doctoral studies.

He is a winner and laureate of numerous national and international competitions. Among
others, he is the overall winner of the International Competition for Young Musicians
Concertino Praga (2015) in the duo category, winner of the Grand Prix at the Evangelia
Tjiarri Competition in Larnaca, Cyprus (2015), winner of the Jeno Takacs Klavierwettbewerb
in Austria (2016), and winner of the Bradshaw & Buono International Piano Competition in
the United States (2017). In 2018, he placed second and won the Steinway Prize at the
Edvard Grieg International Piano Competition in Bergen, Norway. In 2022, he was one of ten
semi-finalists in the Franz Liszt International Piano Competition in Utrecht, the Netherlands,
and also received a Finalist Prize at the Paloma O’Shea Santander International Piano
Competition in Santander, Spain.

Matyas performs regularly throughout his native Czech Republic and abroad and has
appeared in many of the world’s most prestigious concert halls, including Carnegie Hall in
New York, Grieghallen in Bergen, the National Gallery of Art in Washington, the National
Library of China in Beijing, TivoliVredenburg in Utrecht, the Rudolfinum in Prague, Palacio de
Festivales de Cantabria in Santander, and the Finnish House of Nobility in Helsinki, among
others.

In 2015 and 2016, he undertook two successful concert tours in China. In 2017, he released
his debut CD featuring Franz Liszt’'s Années de pelerinage: Premiére année: Suisse and
became one of three musicians to receive the CME International Performing Arts Grant,
awarded by the Center for Musical Excellence in New Jersey. In May 2021, the classical
record label Nimbus Alliance released his CD of Mozart’s Piano Concertos K. 413, K. 414,
and K. 415, recorded in collaboration with the Wihan Quartet. For these concertos, he
composed his own cadenzas. In 2023, he recorded Franz Schubert’s song cycle
Schwanengesang in Franz Liszt’s exceptionally demanding piano transcription. In the same
year, he received the prestigious Josef Hlavka Prize for talented students.

He has appeared as a soloist with orchestras such as the RTVE Symphony Orchestra, the
Bergen Philharmonic Orchestra, the Brno Philharmonic Orchestra, the Prague Radio
Symphony Orchestra, the Hradec Kralové Philharmonic Orchestra, the Pardubice Chamber
Philharmonic Orchestra, the Bohuslav MartinG Philharmonic Orchestra, the Orchestra da
Camera di Imola, the Prague Chamber Orchestra, the Janacek Philharmonic Orchestra, the
North Czech Philharmonic Teplice, the South Czech Philharmonic, and the PKF — Prague
Philharmonia. Matyas also collaborates with renowned conductors, including Tomas
Brauner, Edward Gardner, Pablo Gonzalez, Jifi Rozen, and Kaspar Zehnder.

Matyas regularly attends master classes with distinguished artists such as V. Ashkenazy, D.
Bashkirov, A. Bonatta, J. Dvarionas, L. Howard, G. Gruzman, D. Kuyken, A. Kouyoumdijian,
A. Lonquich, L. Margarius, and A. Siirala. His engagements have included performances at
festivals in the Czech Republic and abroad, such as the Prague Spring, Smetana Litomysil,
Vinterfestspill i Bergstaden (Norway), Bratislava Music Festival (Slovakia), and the Bangkok
International Piano Festival (Thailand). Matyas is also a sought-after chamber musician.
